The wireless infrastructure referenced in this program goal is a critical instructional resource that directly impacts the
process of teaching and learning across the campus. The current wireless infrastructure is comprised of approximately
115 wireless access points, and is approximately 13 years old, far beyond its expected service life

Updating the wireless infrastructure will improve the reliability and stability of Internet and network resources across the
campus and will ensure that students and faculty are able to connect to the Internet and other network resources from
any campus location.

ITS department staff members have developed detailed specifications for replacement of our wireless infrastructure, and
have obtained quotes for the hardware and associated professional services needed to assist with installation and
configuration. Competitive quotes will be obtained if this program goal is selected for funding. Once a vendor has been
selected, the hardware will be purchased and scheduled for implementation. Any work to be completed on the new
wireless infrastructure will be scheduled for the 2021 summer months to minimize impact on instruction.
