	Provide the Programs Mission Statement: The purpose of the dental hygiene program is to educate students who will influence the total health of the community by positively impacting the oral health status of individuals.
	Provide a brief summary on the current status of the program being reviewed: The Dental Hygiene Program is a two-year  and prepares students to obtain a license to practice dental hygiene and awards them an Associate of Science Degree.  The American Dental Association Commission on Dental Accreditation accredits the Program and accreditation was re-affirmed in 2016.  The next accreditation report and visit will occur in 2024.  The Program is also approved by the Dental Hygiene Board of California.  Currently, the program accepts 20 students per class.
 
The structure of the dental hygiene curriculum is that each semester provides a foundation for the next semester in both didactic and clinical coursework.  The program is a total of 4 semesters and 60 units.  Students must successfully complete each course in each semester  with a passing grade of 75% or better in order to continue in the program.
 
The program currently has 19 students in the second year class and 16 students in the first year class.
 
	goals have been funded please provide updates here as well: The Program implemented the following activities to help reach goals and outcomes on SLO’s.  These activities are a direct result of  SLO data and include the following outcomes and why they were effective:
 
1.  Program faculty worked on streamlining and linking all clinical courses to ensure student technical and critical thinking skills move from novice to entry level competency within two years.  All evaluation forms were revised, as well as implementing a weighted grading system. This process begun in Spring 2019 and has been completed.
       Outcome:  Students are better prepared in technical skills and to meet state licensing criteria.
       Reason:   Students must perform a number of specific tasks during patient care clinic courses.  The repetition provides for increased practice and skill competency.
 
PROGRESS TOWARD LAST YEAR’s GOALS
 
1. ONGOING: Build a new 16-chair or fully remodel the dental hygiene clinic to meet the educational standards for current trends in employment. 
 
2. ONGOING: Add computers to each dental unit/chair that includes patient management/digital x-ray software to follow trends and expectations of employment. 
 The current infrastructure and physical space of the clinic is not conducive to adding a computer at each dental unit/chair.  The software added to ancillary computers in the clinic has allowed students to improve their skills in entering patient data, preparing them for employment
 
3. COMPLETED Add a dedicated IT server or ensure dental hygiene patient management and storage of dental radiographic images can be accommodated for at least 7 years.
 The program continues to collaborate with the IT department to ensure updates and student use of software is user friendly.  For 2021- this continues as is and it appears the current storage location for patient data is working. 
 
4. COMPLETED: Two (2) nitrous oxide carts were purchased and replaced older versions.
 
5. ONGOING: Fundraising and development of non-state revenue streams  to  allow the program to replace aging equipment, and add technology mirroring that of the workplace. 
 
6. COMPLETED Raise the GPA requirement for science pre-requisites.  The DH advisory committee requested a retro study.
