	description of the evidence used to support your assertion and the benchmark value of the goal outcome: Currently the 3D Printers located in ETEC and used in the ENGR 1500 and 1510 classes are old and wearing out.  Meaning, they now operate ~75% of the time correctly.  While this may seem OK, imagine if your car only worked only 3 out of 4 times!

Presently, students engage in approximatley 8 different design exercises in the ENGR 1500 and 1510 class curriculums.  

The 3D Printers are an integral and required resource for students to learn the following skills: 3D  modelling, 3D printer operation, manufacturing assembly processes and simulations and most importantly, part tolerance design and analysis (ie., what is the process capability of a manufacturing machine vs. the "perfect design" and how to account for the differences.)  

The printers allow for tangible real time learning experiences.  Group discussions are facilitied to identify good, better and best practices.  The exercises also simulate industry design reviews including verbal presentation, tradeoff analysis and peer feedback.

Unfortunatley, wihout the replacement equipment, they may decrease as students would experience "broken" equipment potentially leading to poorer student engagement and negative presumptions about the program.
