The Cougar Support Center houses the food pantry and the clothing pantry.  The Wellness Counselor and the Veteran Center is also in the same building.  Students are allowed to visit the pantry 3 times per week for food and/or hygiene products.  Students can also visit the clothing pantry for one outfit per visit (no limits on the number of visits to the clothing pantry).  Meal vouchers,$50 gas cards, $50 grocery cards are available.  Case files are created for students requesting additional assistance outside of the Cougar Support Center and Financial Aid. Students must attend a zoom or in-person meeting to request additional funding.  All cases are also placed in the Unite Us platform.  Through this site, the CSC staff members are able to refer students to additional assistance programs and resources near their residence as well as maintain accurate records of meetings with the student amongst all the supporting staff. 



The Basic Needs task force meets at least twice a semester to discuss new legislation and updates. The goal of the taskf orce is to make sure that all supporting programs for basic needs are on the same page with the direction of the program.
