Currently in the Taft College Athletic Training Clinic, we have an aging E-stim/Ultrasound combo unit
which is utilized by the Certified Athletic Trainer (ATC) to aid athletes with recovery from injury and
other musculo-skeletal issues. As technology advances through scientific discovery, new therapeutic
modalities are researched and developed to aid in recovery procedures. Although the current modality
unit provides some effective strategies, we would like to be able to provide our athlete population with
newer and more effective techniques and strategies. This will not only aid our student-athlete population
on the field of play, but in the classroom through creating a more optimistic mental environment for the
student, allowing them to be more open to instruction.
