	IVE Comments: In the fall of 2019, approximately 2,600 student hours were utilized by students in the Writing Lab; of those 2,600 hours, approximately 1,600 hours were from one professor's courses alone. 

Pre-pandemic, fall 2021, two professors' combined zoom hours were 610 hours. This does not account for any face-to-face lab time. Spring semester 2022, the combined zoom lab time between the same two professors was 535 hours. Again, this does not account for any face-to-face lab time.

Summer 2022, one professor offered a minimum of one hour on Tuesday night from 8-9 throughout the summer English 1500 course. Approximately 37 hours were spent working directly with students one-on-one. (Working in the lab for faculty is not a paid position, so this could be considered a face-to-face office hour.)

The AB705 Validation of Practices Data spreadsheet indicates that our success with throughput rates for students taking an English class for transfer and passing in one year is consistent with the statewide numbers. For GPA 2.6+ the state throughput rate is 75% and TC is 74.2%; for GPA 1.9 to under 2.6 the state throughput rate is 49.9% and TC is 50.0%; for GPA 1.9 or lower the state is 36.2% and TC is 37.4% We appear to be doing slightly better than the state average for the middle and lower GPA students and about the same as the state with the highest GPA students. We, therefore, appear to be on track with the strategies and accommodations we are making in response to the challenge of AB705.

Faculty in the lab benefits all students who are taking a class that includes writing and research, and the assumption is that this encompasses virtually all courses at TC.
