Seats are deteriorating to the point that they are no longer able to be properly sanitized and are
chemical absorbent instead of chemical resistant. Currently, a total of 38 chair cushions and 38 chair
backs need to be replaced between SCI-01, SCI-02, SCI03 and the Chevron building. Chemical
Resistant Fabric is a must.
